Articles signed between Suss and Baum after consultation with the Akropong
brothers about their joint conduct at the Dauromadam station. Apart from
half the year's support for Baum, equally divided between the twi and Ga
districts, the station is to be self-supporting on the basis of trade-agriculture
and industry. Suss is to be the economic director, Baum's job is to learn to
preach in twi and set out to work among the Akwamus. Arbitration
procedures are set up in the case of disagreement between them.
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
