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Reports among the hearers at street preachings Asantes engaged in trade.
And a dialectic with a fetish priestess from Kwahu whom he met on the
streets in Kukurantumi - she called him her brother, since he served God,
and she served a son of God, but Koranteng told her where her fetish came
from, The people often tell him that the fetishes are nothing, but that they
fear the priests. In the last four months he had baptised 4 adults and two
small children, all from Kukurantumi, but his current catechumen group
include 5 from Mmease, one from Kibi, and 2 from Kukurantumi.
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
