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The report is summarised in its main parts in Heidenbote 1876 p 94. He
gives a description of the new school garden, which includes inter al. 800
yams and 1000 cocoyams. He has made preaching journeys through
Nkronso, Krobo, Wirekyereng (3 Apedwa villages), Asafo, Kukurantumi,
Mease, Anyinasing, Asiakwa, Agyepoma, Akoko; Juaben people are scattered
through the whole of Akim, and he found them mingling with the other
hearers at street preachings.
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
