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Includes the remark that the Okyenhene is favourable to boys' staying in the
school and this, and the missionaries' own steadfastness, helps them to
succeed in retaining some of the boys whom the families try to take away
from the school. The trouble in the school seems to have been reduced
through the arrival of William Obeng as housefather - he does his job with
more love and consistency.
