Difficulties with
the Europeans: their friendliness had disappeared for some time, because of
his sermons and love of truth when speaking on sin. Lodges now in castle.
Commissary Richter gives him the main meal daily free. About the accounts.
Of 10 Danes who arrived, 8 are dead, one seriously sick, one returned to
Europe.
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
