This file, too, seems to have been
generated in Hebich’s office - the few original letters are addressed to him,
and some of the duplicated circulars have his name pencilled on them as the
addressee. The file begins with MS minutes of the first meeting of the India
missionaries in July 1838. It mostly contains duplicated circulars
(lithographed, in the old German handwriting), the latest being from April
1852.
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
