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"A printed pamphlet with the minutes of the two district conferences held at Lilong and
Nyenhangli in the presence of Inspector Oehler and Preiswerk with an introduction by
Oehler. Main points of discussion: The furthering of the self-reliance of the chinese Mission
Church, Questions concerning Church elders, Concerning pastors, catechists and
evangelists (training, salaries, pension), Organisation of the BM and personal questions
concerning the missionaries, Christian literature, Medical Mission, Schools, Founding of
anew station at Moilim, Acquisition of property, Are native catechists allowed to sit for
provincial examinations? The pamphlet also contains a curriculum of the BM Primary and
Secondary Schools."
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
